About Gaea Retreat Center 
 
The Gaea Goddess Gathering is held at the 
Gaea Retreat Center in Northeastern Kansas. 
 
The 168-acre retreat features a 10-acre lake 
for swimming and canoeing – motorized 
vehicles are not permitted, and lifeguards 
are not posted. 
 
There are beautiful hiking trails, lots of 
wooded area and abundant camping space. 
 
The camp is comfortable, but rustic.  Indoor 
showers and flush toilets are available, but 
there are no water or sewer hook-ups for 
RV’s.  Water is obtained from the county 
and is safe for drinking. 
 
Fires are permitted in existing fire pits 
ONLY.  The camp does not provide 
firewood, though  DOWNED trees may be 
cut up and gathered by campers. 
 
Gaea Retreat Center is open year-round.  In 
addition to Gaea Goddess Gathering, other 
events include – Heartland Pagan Festival, 
Midwest Men’s Naturist Gathering, 
Midwest Men’s Festival and many similar

 Cabin space is limited and must be reserved 
with advance registration. 

 Handicap Accessible cabin space is 
available for those with disabilities. 

 No males over the age of 4 will be admitted.

are available, and arrangements can be made 
with Elaine at laine0306@aol.com.

 All attendees are expected to contribute two 
(2) hours of Community Service time during 
the event. 

 A meal plan is offered for additional charge 
with both omnivore and vegetarian menus.  
It includes six (6) meals, with ala carte 
meals provided on a first-come, first-served 
basis once all pre-paid meals are served.

About GGG 

 
The Gaea Goddess Gathering is a festival 
for all women.  The festival originated in 
1997, and has evolved into a 4-day women’s 
spirituality event focusing on the celebration 
of the Goddess of every woman. 
 
Workshops covering a wide range of topics 
important to women are offered on Friday 
and Saturday.  Drumming and dancing 
workshops provide an outlet for women to 
express their creative self.  Women can learn 
more about the Goddess that lives within 
each of us, while also meeting others who 
share similar beliefs. 
 
The Artisans Circle includes – merchants 
offering a variety of handmade wares, GGG 
Central (information, t-shirts, first aide, 
silent auction and more), Goddess Café and 
the Goddess Temple.  Each year the Temple 
is erected to honor the Goddess whose 
attributes have been selected as guiding 
principles for the Festival. 
 
Nighttime events include a concert with Big 
Bad Gina and GBMojo, Talent Show & 
Main Ritual with the women of GGG.  A 
drumming and dancing fire circle takes 
place every evening following scheduled 
events.
